CANCELLATION BY THE COMPANY

The Company acts as an agent for service
suppliers. After deposit or full payment has
been made, all arrangements are still subject
to final confirmation by service suppliers. At
times due to low subscription for a group
tour, the Company may choose to cancel the
entire tour fourteen (14) days prior to
departure.

The Company shall also not be held liable for
any contingent costs incurred by the
Customer arising from the cancellation.

In
the event the specified accommodation is not
available, every effort will be made to scout
for an alternative in another accommodation
of similar standard. Hotel room sizes, facilities
and services may vary in different country.
Accommodation for adults is based on
twin-share, double or triple-share bedroom.
Different room type might not be on the
same level. Single room occupancy comes
with an additional cost.

Room size is generally slightly smaller than
what you may be used to. Space is precious
commodity in Europe and especially in its
busiest cities. Many of the buildings will have
been in existence for hundreds of years and
were not built with the modern traveller in
mind. The upside is that they are usually in
excellent locations and have a fascinating
story to tell.

Bed sizes may also differ. In Europe, King and
Queen-sized beds are very rare. Here, double
beds are the norm and you may often find
that a double room consists of two twin beds
pushed together instead of a full bed, made
up with one set of linen. You may also find
that twin beds will be placed very close
together.

A triple room is the same size as a twin-share
room. The third bed is always a roll-away bed
or sofa bed added into the room. As a result,
you may feel that the room is very cramped
and small.

Europeans are very socially and
environmentally conscious, especially about
air-conditioning in Europe. During autumn
and winter seasons, the central
air-conditioning will be switched off in the
hotel rooms. So, do not expect that the
air-conditioning will be switched on in the
room.
